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Spirited Quilt Design
An article appeared recently in the San Jose Mercury News, written by Kathryn Loosli Pritchett, about cur-
rent exhibits at the San Jose Museum of Quilts. The museum is located at 510 South First Street, San Jose.

The first show is Antique Ohio Amish Quilts from the Darwin D. Bearley Collection. On display are more
than 40 bed, crib and doll quilts. According to the article, “Many of the quilts—acquired by dealer Darwin
Bearley in the early 1970s and ‘80s directly from the makers or their families—have never been exhibited in
this country.”

The second exhibit is Amish: The Modern Muse. This display “presents work
by members of three Bay Area guilds devoted to the ‘modern’ quilt aesthetic. A
juried show featuring 20 pieces, it explores how young quilters—many of whom
learned to sew by watching YouTube videos—incorporate some of the design
principles introduced by their Amish counterparts, though in unexpected
ways.”
